Last year he was named ‘Rookie of the Year’, with the team finishing the series
fourth overall.

The program aims to encourage children and young adults to make positive life
choices, and demonstrates that having faith does not make you “uncool’.

"I want people to see that having faith doesn't make you a freak, or mean you can't do
fun things, it just means you do things a certain way, and you do them with integrity.

This is a massive multi-level advertising and PR campaign that has already run in
several states, with WA scheduled for later this year and NSW in 2009.

Andrew talks about the ins and outs of racing cars at 250kms an hour. He also talks
about his family life, and in particular, his daughter Lily.

Lily was born with a heart condition known as hypoplastic left ventricle that left her
critically ill for the majority of her early years.



Many operations later and she is thriving, however requires extensive ongoing
medical care.

Lily The journey with Lily has taught Andrew and his family so much about what is
important in life and is a driving force behind the man driving for Jesus Racing and he
shares this with the kids when visiting schools across Australia.
The Jesus Racing Schools Program currently has around 140 schools lined up to hear
